It paints a bleak picture for the rich man dressed in purple linen who 

feasted sumptuously.  It is an effective story!  It moves its listener to action, 

action which moves the listener from ‘self-centeredness’ to ‘other 

centeredness’.  If only the world would heed Jesus’ words.  Imagine the feast 

that would be had, the stories shared, the laughter and joy.  The present 

reality is that the large majority of people in the world live in poverty while a 

few live in extreme wealth.  I am reminded of the words of the prophet 

Micah ….’what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love 

kindness, and to walk humbly with your God’?

I thank you for the many expressions of prayer and concern with regard to 

my health.  I’d be grateful for your continued prayer as there seems to be 

much to work through still.  I am very grateful to be able to make use of 

our medical facilities in Australia.  Over the past weekend Chile has been 

celebrating its bicentenary of Independence from Spain, an event I was 

hoping to celebrate with friends in Chile.  Within the traditional country of 

the Mapuche people of the south of Chile, some hairy and sometimes 

violently expressed land rights issues are coming to the fore.  There are a 

lot of Christians and, in fact, quite a few Anglicans, among the Mapuches.  

Please pray for wisdom for them, that their testimony may be helpful as 

government works with the Mapuche leaders toward resolution of conflict. 

I was looking at one of the major newspapers [El Mercurio] in Chile on the 

subject of the Pope’s historic visit to England and I thought it might be 

interesting for you to see some of the ways they see things.  “The pontifice 

took advantage of the opportunity to pay tribute to St Thomas More in the 

place where he was condemned to death in 1535 for not denying his 

Catholic faith to join Henry VIII’s Anglicanism.  Blair is also one of the 

most famous converts from Anglicanism, after John Henry Newman, a 19
th

 

century thinker, elevated to the status of cardinal, who will be beatified 

tomorrow, Sunday, in Birmingham, on the last day of the visit.”   

I want to share a simple quote from Beale’s commentary on 1 & 2 Thess. 

“One of the greatest responsibilities of the servants of God is to pray to be 

used in the life of God’s flock.”
